The minutes of the Regular March 2016 Aldermen Meeting were presented.  Mike Stump moved that minutes be approved as written.  Kyle Hansen seconded the motion.  Votes:  Ron Cross – Yes; Roger Florea- Yes; Kyle Hansen – Yes; Mike Stump – Yes; No Votes – 0.

The expenses were presented.  Mike Stump moved that expenses be approved as presented.  Roger Florea seconded the motion.  Votes:  Ron Cross – Yes; Roger Florea- Yes; Kyle Hansen – Yes; Mike Stump – Yes; No Votes – 0.
Nathan Baldwin entered the meeting at this time.

2016 Street Project was discussed.  Kyle Hansen indicated streets that are in need of attention to include the following:  South 2nd Street starting at Hwy 246 to Caroline Street; East Thompson Street from 4th Street to 5th Street at intersection of 4th Street need to tear up and rework; Morehouse street and Second Street by Randy Beason; Third Street to curve before Rick’s Country Shoppe; North side of Randy Beason, Morehouse Street needs shaped and ditch dug out.  Other streets mentioned are as follows:  Thompson Street from 5th Street up hill to 6th Street (really needs to be torn up and rebuilt); Morehouse Street from 3rd Street to 6th Street the last 2 blocks to top of hill needs to be torn up and reshape3d and rolled; 1st Street a block South of Hwy 246 to Ed Drummond’s place; 3rd Street from McPherson to Caroline needs torn up and reshaped then Caroline to Ada need surface work; 9th Street needs torn up shaped and ditched; 8thb Street needs surface work; Barnard Street from 9th Street to top of hill in front of Hornbuckle’s; 5th Street 1 block from Warren to Barnard; East Side of funeral home needs surface work; Phelps from 6th Street to 7th Street needs surface job; Phelps Street from 2nd Street to 3rd Street in front of Wes Pistole’s; 1 block on 1st Street from Warren Street to Phelps Street by Coleman’s needs work.  This includes approximately 20 blocks.
Jack Baldwin indicated he had talked to Lonnie Wells, foreman for Mid America Road Builders and they are currently doing bids in the area for street work.  Lonnie will come up and visit with Jack.  Randy Beason has been in touch with Gary Fruehr who sold his equipment to Vance Brothers and Gary indicated that the City needed to be sure that plenty of water was used when tearing up and trying to create a better base for the streets.

Ron Cross mentioned that it would be a good idea to have someone approve the streets this year after work is done.

10th Street was discussed as needing work.  Discussion was held in connection with water drainage issues by Harold Christie place.

United Electric letter addressed.  The letter indicated that non-residential rates are to increase by $.94 per day which means an increase of approximately $31.80 per month to $60.00 per month.

Randy Beason announced that a Liquor License Application was received from John Ogle.  Discussion was held.  Roger Florea made a motion that the Board accept the Liquor License Application from John Ogle and grant him said license to cover the period of time from April 4, 2016 to June 30, 2016. Jack Baldwin announced that Highway JJ would close on April 11, 2016 and remain closed until bridge work is completed.
