The minutes of the Regular July 2016 Aldermen Meeting were presented.   Roger Florea moved that minutes be approved as written.  Ron Cross seconded the motion.  Votes:  Roger Florea- Yes; Ron Cross – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.

The expenses were presented.  Roger Florea moved that expenses be approved as presented.  Allan Thompson seconded the motion.  Votes:  Roger Florea- Yes; Ron Cross – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.
Jack Baldwin gave update on 2016 Street Project.  Mid America Road Builders are still in Kansas and should be done in 2-3 weeks putting street repairs to be done at end of August or early September.

City Clerk reported that the City’s website is up and under construction.  Discussion was held in connection with a domain name to switch to making it easier for the site to be found.  It was decided to go with hopkinsmogov.com.  City Clerk is to obtain this domain name through godaddy.com.  Discussion was held in connection with what type of documents would be accessible on the website.  It was decided that any public records would be fine to place as deemed helpful.  City Clerk will continue to add information to the website.
City Clerk spoke with Stan Wolfe with USDA Rural Development regarding rate of the City’s loan.  He indicated that the rate is fixed but the City may be able to seek outside sources at a better rate.  Roger Florea indicated he would look into that possibility on behalf of the city.
Resident at 206 S 10th Street had a water leak outside of the house and is requesting the City waive the sewer fee of $53.11 in connection with that leak.  Discussion was held.  Ron Cross made a motion that the City waive the sewer fee of $53.11 for the resident at 206 S 10th Street as requested.  Roger Florea seconded the motion.  Votes:  Roger Florea- Yes; Ron Cross – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0
City Clerk announced that a Tax Levy Hearing time and date needed to be set in connection with the 2016 Tax Levy.  Discussion was held and it was decided to set hearing for Monday, August 15, 2016 at 7:00 p.m.  City Clerk is to prepare Notice and post in three places at least 7 days prior to hearing.

CD #41036072 Permanent Cemetery held at Nodaway Valley Bank matures August 16, 2016.  It was decided to have City Clerk look into current rates and if they are the same then renew for another 12 month cd.  If rates have changed then it will be discussed at the next meeting.
Discussion was held in connection with delinquent accounts.  City Clerk updated the list indicating that residents at 

205 N 5th; 203 N 5th; and, 208 N 9th have paid since the report was compiled.  Also discussed was that the water cannot be shut off at 306 S 3rd.  

City Clerk reported that she had correspondence with City Attorney regarding attaching delinquent accounts to tax bills.  City Attorney indicated that only the sewer portion of the bill may be attached to tax bill.  City Clerk asked him to go ahead and create an ordinance allowing this to occur.  When City Attorney gets back from vacation he will work on the ordinance.

Resident at 603 E McPherson Street had a water leak outside of the house and is requesting the City waive the sewer fee of $79.95 in connection with that leak.  Discussion was held.  Roger Florea made a motion that the City waive the sewer fee of $79.95 for the resident at 603 E McPherson Street as requested.  Ron Cross seconded the motion.  Votes:  Roger Florea- Yes; Ron Cross – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0
Maguire Iron sent an amendment to their contract that needs to be signed and returned.  Discussion was held in connection with the extra cost of repairs to the City’s water plant tank in the amount of $30,000.00.  It was decided that the City would pay off the expense in 3 installments of $40,300.00 a year for three years.   Roger Florea made a motion that the City approve the amendment to the contract and allow the Mayor, Randy Beason to sign said amendment.  Allan Thompson seconded the motion. City Clerk explained expenses in connection with the Community Betterment Group grant monies.
