Jack Baldwin gave update on 2016 Street Project.  Mid America Road Builders completed work on the streets.  Discussion was held and all agreed the scarified streets looked good. 
Delinquent water accounts were discussed.  City Clerk read the proposed Ordinance by title for the second time as follows:  AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 385 BY ADOPTING SUBSECTION “U” THAT AUTHORIZES THE CITY OF HOPKINS TO IMPOSE A LIEN UPON REAL PROPERTY SERVED BY PUBLIC SANITARY SEWER SERVICES FOR NON-PAYMENT OF SEWER ACCOUNT.

Roger Florea made a motion to approve said reading of the proposed Ordinance.  Allan Thompson seconded the motion.  Votes:  Roger Florea- Yes; Ron Cross – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; Kelly Morrison – Yes; No Votes – 0. 
The City clerk will publish the ordinance and it will be placed on its third and final reading at the next Board of Aldermen meeting to be held November 7, 2016 with the intent of final approval.
Update was given by Jack Baldwin in connection with the smoke testing sewers that was done on September 22nd.  Approximately a little over half the town was tested.  Jordan Morrison; Kelly Morrison, Nathan Baldwin, Jack Baldwin, Dee O’Riley and Gary Webber from MO DNR all helped with the testing.  Several small issues were found and a couple bigger problems.  City has already addressed most of the smaller issues and will be addressing the bigger issues once more investigation into the actual problem is completed.

Fall clean-up will be set for October 15th.   Starting time is 7:30 a.m.

CD #41029130 Rickard Security Fund held at Nodaway Valley Bank matures October 2, 2016.  It was decided to renew the CD for another 12 months.
Resident at 102 N 4th made a verbal request that the City cut down a tree that is on the resident’s neighbor’s property.  The resident is afraid the tree will fall onto his house.  Aldermen discussed the issue and it was determined that the tree is the responsibility of the property owner and therefore is not responsible for cutting down the tree.  The City would offer its help after the tree is brought down to cut up and haul off.  The City Clerk is to write a letter notifying the resident of the City’s decision.
Randy Beason indicated that there is a current property owner who might be willing to give their building to the City.  It was decide to table this matter until the next meeting.
