Jack Baldwin gave update on 2016 Street Project.  Mid America Road Builders started some work on the 12th but were not able to work on the 13th due to rain.  Phelps Street was torn up and base rock added along with other prep work.
City Clerk reported that the City’s website is up and mostly constructed.  Web browser internet explorer seems to be having difficulty finding the site.  The Clerk looked into it and there are some steps that can be made to help the website show up when searched for.  City Clerk will continue to add information to the website and take steps to increase the appearance of the site in searches.  It was also decided that the next billing would contain message regarding City’s website address.  Also, the City Clerk is to put message on the Sign to advertise the new website.  
The City’s Billing software has an upgrade that needs to be installed.  USTI is offering to do the upgrade for $289.00 which will include transferring all data and account history.  Roger Florea made a motion that the City allow the City Clerk to enter into an agreement to have USTI update their software to ASYST version 14.0.  Ron Cross seconded the motion. Delinquent water accounts were discussed.  The City Attorney, Bob Sundell created an Ordinance to address delinquent accounts collection.  City Clerk read the proposed Ordinance by title as follows:  AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 385 BY ADOPTING SUBSECTION “U” THAT AUTHORIZES THE CITY OF HOPKINS TO IMPOSE A LIEN UPON REAL PROPERTY SERVED BY PUBLIC SANITARY SEWER SERVICES FOR NON-PAYMENT OF SEWER ACCOUNT.

Roger Florea made a motion to approve said proposed Ordinance.  Allan Thompson seconded the motion.  Votes:  Roger Florea- Yes; Ron Cross – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; Kelly Morrison – Yes; No Votes – 0. 
The second reading will be at the next Board of Aldermen Meeting set for Monday, October 3rd.

Smoke testing sewers will be done on September 22nd.  After testing is completed then problem areas will need to be addressed.

Fall clean-up will be set for October 15th.   City Clerk is to contact High School football coaches to request help from football players.  Starting time is 7:30 a.m.

Jack Baldwin will be attending the Fall Water Conference in October.  He requested the City help pay for expenses.  Roger Florea made a motion that the City pays $500.00 toward expenses to help cover travel and lodging.  Kelly Morrison seconded the motion. CD #41031638 General Fund held at Nodaway Valley Bank matures September 24, 2016.  It was decided to renew the CD for another 12 months.
DNR is now requiring DMR Reports to be filed electronically.  Discussion was held in connection to who would take on “Preparer” and “Certifier” rolls.  It was decided that Permit Holder would be signed by the Mayor and Certifier roll would be Nathan Baldwin who collects the data.  Signatures were made by Randy Beason, Mayor and Nathan Baldwin, Operator.  The City Clerk will complete registration paper work as determined.

Roger Florea reported that refinance rates were not good enough to be beneficial after paying expenses of the refinance to improve the City’s interest rate on its sewer loan at this time.
