The minutes of the Regular July 2017 Aldermen Meeting were presented.  Brandon Kreps moved that minutes be approved as written.  Allan Thompson seconded the motion.  Votes:  Brandon Kreps – Yes; Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.

Update on delinquent accounts was given by City Clerk.  She reported that one resident was added to the shut off for non-payment and remains off list.  
Discussion on Street project was held.  Jack was in contact with Mid America Road Builders and he should have a bid sometime this month and will report back at the September meeting.
Don & Judy Crane were introduced to the Board and allowed to address the Board.  The Cranes have purchased a lot at 5th Street and Phelps Street.  They are planning to build a new house on the lot facing to the west. At this time there is no driveway on the south of the lot and they would like to place one.  Discussion was held in connection with the driveway being placed over the storm water sewer line which is a 48 inch pipe that is covered with approximately 3 foot of dirt.  It was determined that with additional fill dirt and then base rock that it should not be a problem for them to place the driveway in this location as long as the concrete driveway does not cover the sanitary sewer line.  It was decided that Jack Baldwin would get with Don Crane and determine what portion of the lines were the City’s responsibility and what would be the land owners responsibility if problems arose in the future and the lines needed to be worked on or replaced.  

Don and Judy Crane excused themselves from the meeting at this time.

City Clerk presented the Board with a proposed contract with The New Nodaway Humane Society for animal control.  Discussion was held and it was decided that Deandra K. O’Riley, City Clerk and Kelly Morrison, Mayor would be the contact people for the contract.  Richard Moore made a motion that the Board authorizes the Mayor to sign the contract for animal control with The New Nodaway Humane Society as presented. Jack Baldwin addressed the Board in connection with an insurance claim that was made due to pump failures during a lightning storm.  Jack had spoken with the adjuster and was told that there was lightning on the date of the failure and another adjuster would be up to take pictures and obtain more information.  The insurance claim will be for around $7,000.00.  
Discussion was held in connection with the safe.  City Clerk inquired to see if the City would be willing to purchase a second safe that would contain the money and Cds that would be more reliable to lock.  It was decided to look around to see what options were available.  

A proposed Ordinance entitled: 


AN ORDINANCE TO AUTHORIZE THE TRRANSFER OF MUNICIPAL CASES AND THE FILING OF NEW MUNICIPAL CASES WITH THE ASSOCIATE CIRCUIT COURT OF NODAWAY COUNTY

was introduced and On motion duly made and seconded, the proposed ordinance was placed on its first reading and was read by Title, considered and discussed, and was duly passed by unanimous vote.  On motion duly made and seconded, the proposed ordinance was placed upon its second reading and final passage and was read by title, considered and discussed.  Thereupon, the question was put to a roll call vote, and the vote thereon was as follows:

Said proposed ordinance was declared passed and the proposed ordinance was then duly numbered Ordinance No. 457, and was signed and approved by the Mayor and attested by the City Clerk.
Brandon Kreps made a motion to go into executive session to discuss personnel matters with the plan to reconvene after matters were discussed.  Allan Thompson seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken as follows:  Richard Moore – Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Brandon Kreps – Yes; and Allan Thompson – Yes.
A roll call vote was taken to reconvene the open session as follows:  Richard Moore – Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Brandon Kreps – Yes; and Allan Thompson – Yes.
Allan Thompson made a motion that the Board give authorization to the Mayor to make a job offer to Shawn Williams for $20,000.00 per year salary with a bonus to be paid in the amount of $1,333.00 once each operating license permit was obtained with an increase in salary of the same $1,333.00 to begin the first of the following year that the license permit was obtained until a yearly salary of $24,000.00 is obtained and at which time would be subject to periodic pay increases at the Board’s discretion based on performance.  Also, the City will provide said employee with a City cell phone all based on a probationary period of ninety (90) days at which time during the ninety (90) days either the Board or the employee would be able to discontinue the employee employer relationship without explanation or cause.  Also, that Jack Baldwin should receive a salary increase that would bring him to a $40,000.00 yearly salary as of September 1, 2017.  Along with the salary increase the City will provide Jack Baldwin with access to a cell phone by reimbursement for his cell phone expenses. Brandon Kreps seconded the motion.
