Clerk informed the aldermen that City’s highest voter approved amounts of tax rate levy equals $1.9500 per $100.00 assess valuation.  This amount is to be collected December of 2017 for the budget year of 2017.  This levy would radiate total tax revenue of $67,396.80.  Allan Thompson moved that this levy be accepted for the budget for the year 2017 plus and including any leftover funds.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion. Discussion was held in connection with the 2017 Street Project.  A map was provided along with a copy of the bid from Mid-America Road Builders in the amount of $50,274.54.  Discussion regarding rock at the ball park occurred at this time and it was decided to have three loads of rock spread at the ball park to help the parking lot.  Allan Thompson made a motion that the Board accept the bid from Mid-America Road Builders as proposed and give authorization to Bandon Kreps, President of the Board to sign the same on behalf of the City of Hopkins.
