City Clerk announced Candidate sign up dates for 2 Board of Aldermen positions and 1 Mayor position.  Sign up began December 13th, 2016 and continue to January 17th, 2017. Delinquent accounts were being discussed.

Randy Beason entered the meeting and took over for Roger Florea.  

Ron Cross spoke to Harold Gray regarding Patsy Gray’s accounts.  The City Clerk was told that Patsy was in nursing home and to send bills in care of Harold Gray.

The proposed Budget was discussed.  Discussion was held in connection with the need to control ammonia limits for wastewater.  Permit renewal is coming up in 2017.  Looking into storing and irrigation to handle the ammonia issue.  City is compliant with DNR regulations all but 2 out of 14 months.  Need to remove sludge form the primary cell since it is taking out capacity of the cell.  Currently have around a foot and a half of sludge built up in primary cell. Nothing was decided at this time.

City Clerk indicated that the new software version is up and going and introduced the idea of 3-bill and online payments.  There are fees associated with this service.  Discussion was held and it was decided to obtain more information on how the fees could be passed on to the users of the services.  City Clerk will check into this and report back at next Board meeting, also City Clerk is to try and get an idea of how many customers are interested in the services through the website.
Kelly Morrison addressed the Board in connection with the idea of a possible tax levy to have funding to take care of funding demolition of old dilapidated buildings and houses.  Currently it costs $45.00 per ton to haul off to St. Joseph, MO treated woods and $175.00 per dumpster.  A levy of $.85 would generate around $30,000.00.  City Clerk is to check into the City’s options for this and report back.

Discussion was held in connection with a vehicle that has been parked on N 1st Street for several months with two flat tires.  It was decided that Kelly Morrison will have a discussion with the owner of the property and request the vehicle be moved off the street per the Nuisances Ordinance No. 364.

City Clerk presented Financial Statement that was left out of original Alderman Packet.
