Jack Baldwin indicated that the grinder pump was replaced by one that the City had on hand.  The broken pump will be sent in for repair and turned into insurance along with the high service pump that was damaged due to power surge that may have caused the pumps to go down.

The City 94’ blue pickup is currently out of service and discussion was held in connection with what to do.  It was decided to obtain estimate of repairs and further discuss at the next meeting.

Chris Gutschow was introduced to the Board by the Mayor at this time.  Chris Gutschow with People Service Inc. addressed the Board in connection with the services that his company provides.  People Service Inc. is an employee owned company based out of Omaha, NE that has been providing contract water and wastewater operation services for 29 years to clients in the Midwest.  The company would be able to tailor make a contract for the City based on its needs for employee.  Contacts run 5 years.

Jack Baldwin thanked Allan Thompson for running the plant while he was out of town.
