Regular May Aldermen Meeting

Also present: Jack Baldwin, Chief Operator, Nathan Baldwin, Operator; Kathryn Rice with Nodaway News Leader; and, Taryn Henry, Attorney at Law.
The minutes of the Regular April 2017 Aldermen Meeting were presented.  Brandon Kreps moved that minutes be approved as written.  Allan Thompson seconded the motion.  Votes:  Brandon Kreps – Yes; Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.

The minutes of the Special April Aldermen Meeting were presented.  Brandon Kreps moved that the minutes be approved as written.  Allan Thompson seconded the motion.  Votes:  Brandon Kreps – Yes; Richard Moore – Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.

The expenses were presented.  Kelly Morrison indicated a change needed to be made in connection with Rick Gladman’s last name.  City Clerk indicated she will make the correction.  Brandon Kreps made a motion to approve the minutes with the correction of Rick Gladman’s name to be made on his pay check.  Allan Thompson seconded the motion.  Votes:  Brandon Kreps – Yes; Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.
Mayor, Kelly Morrison, introduced Taryn Henry to the Board.  Ms. Henry gave the Board some background on herself and indicated that she charged $135.00 per hour and bill mileage when she needed to attend a meeting.  She would not bill time for the drive.  She indicated that email was the best way to contact her.  She passed her business cards around and said she also has a general practice along with representing other cities including Maryville.  She presented the Board with a Letter of Understanding to be signed if the City would like to hire her as the City Attorney.

Discussion was held and Richard Moore made a motion to approve hiring Taryn Henry as the new City Attorney and to authorize the Mayor to sign the Letter of Understanding on behalf of the City of Hopkins.  Allan Thompson seconded the motion.  Votes:  Brandon Kreps – Yes; Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.
The Mayor informed Taryn Henry that the City has a matter that may need her attention in connection with a property owner who does not believe they should have to pay a water bill.  Taryn Henry requested the City Clerk send her information on the matter and she will look into it. 

The City Clerk inquired whether or not Rick Gladman, Northward Alderman, who was appointed to the position to finish out Kelly Morrison’s 2 year term should be paid the same as Kelly or the new $25.00 rate?  She indicated that she would look into it and let the Clerk know.

Discussion was held in connection with the Dangerous Building Ordinance and what the City had the power to do in those situations.  Taryn Henry indicated that she would look over the ordinance and come up with a game plan that the City could follow.  It was determined that the board members chosen for the Code of Appeals Board should be Hopkins residents but not Board of Aldermen members.
Taryn Henry excused herself from the meeting at this time.

Update of delinquent water/sewer accounts was reviewed.  It was indicated that water had been shut off at 910 E Roseberry for non-payment but was not padlocked.  The City Clerk requested that the shut off be locked since the property owner has tampered with the meter in the past. 

Discussion was held with water/sewer account at 102 E Caroline.  It was decided that it may need to be turned over to the attorney.  Nothing was decided at this time.

The 2017 Street Project was discussed.  Jack Baldwin indicated that Lonnie with Mid-American Road Builders had been in town a week prior and he is putting together bids for the School parking lot.  The current Street Board contains Richard Moore and Allan Thompson.  It was decided that they would drive the streets and come up with a list of streets that would need repaired. No snow removal was done in 2016 so most streets are in good shape.  

Mayor inquired whether there were any tubes scheduled to be replaced.  Jack Baldwin indicated that there were none scheduled at this time but that some driveways needed a little work.  

Discussion was held in connection with the Nodaway Valley Banking papers that required Mayor and President of the Board’s signatures.  City Clerk produced a Bank letter that would allow the Mayor and President of the Board to sign checks and also allowed the City Clerk to maintain her abilities to inquire on accounts and handle CD’s.  Allan Thompson made a motion to approve the signing of the Bank letter by the Mayor and the Board President.  Motion seconded by Richard Moore.  Votes:  Brandon Kreps – Yes; Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.
Richard Moore brought up the properties owned by Dave Young.  It was decided to wait to hear back from the attorney on the building ordinance before deciding anything. 

Jack Baldwin announced that DNR inspection was set for Tuesday.  The inspection of the drinking water is done every 3 years.

Jack indicated that some of the city’s equipment needed work and the water plant’s exterior would need painted sometime this summer.  

Rick Gladman made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Brandon Kreps seconded the motion.  Votes:  Brandon Kreps – Yes; Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; No Votes – 0.
