The minutes of the Regular July 2018 Aldermen Meeting were presented.  Rick Gladman moved that minutes be approved as written.  Allan Thompson seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allen Thompson – Yes; Brandon Kreps – Yes; No Votes – 0.

The expenses were presented.   City Clerk explained a correction on software expense from Ali Ramsey to USTI and made notice of the additional expense to be paid to Jacobson of Adair.  Allan Thompson made a motion that the expenses be approved as presented. Rick Gladman seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson– Yes; Brandon Kreps – Yes; No Votes – 0.  
Update on delinquent accounts was tabled until the end of the meeting. 
Painting of the water plant – Jack Baldwin explained that the City is ready to advertise and that a paint color needed to be picked.  Discussion was held as to what papers to advertise in and it was decided to start with the Nodaway News Leader and The Post.  Sealed bids will be accepted through September 9th and will be open at the September 10th meeting.
Nuisance Ordinance letters were discussed. The City Clerk informed the Board that the letter sent to property owner of 916 E Roseberry was returned do to unable to forward.  No update was given on the property located at 603 E McPherson.  Property owners of 205 N 1st Street have been making improvement on their clean-up efforts since the letter was sent.  The Board decided to take no action at this time to allow additional time for complete compliance.

Discussion was held in connection with setting a date for the Tax Levy Hearing.  City Clerk indicated that Assessed valuations have not been received as of yet and after talking with the County Clerk on Friday they should be out shortly.  It was suggested to have hearing on Monday, August 20th at 7:00 p.m.  Richard Moore made a motion that the Tax Levy Hearing be set on Monday, August 20th at 7:00 p.m... City Clerk announced that the next regular Board of Aldermen meeting falls on Labor Day and requested the meeting be moved to Monday, September 10th.  Discussion was held.  Rick Gladman made a motion that the September regular meeting be moved from September 3rd to September 10th keeping the same meeting time at 7:00 p.m.  Richard Moore seconded the motion. City Clerk announced that the collection of Dog Tags is down and a second notice has been sent out to most dog owners who have not complied with the Dog Ordinance.  Discussion was held and it was decided to have the City Clerk create a list of all dog owners inside the city limits who are in noncompliance with the Dog Ordinance and address the issue at the next meeting in September.

Cd’s #’s 41036072 Permanent Cemetery Fund matures August 16, 2018.  Discussion was held.  Richard Moore made a motion that the Mayor and City Clerk look into obtaining better interest rates and have the authority to move money into the Cd’s as deemed necessary.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion. Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; Brandon Kreps – Yes; No Votes – 0. 
Jack Baldwin addressed the Board and informed them that the annual inspection on the clear well was due and that he will be shut down during the inspection to check inner liner and perform maintenance per the maintenance agreement with Maguire Iron when the crew gets to town.
