The minutes of the Regular February 2018 Aldermen Meeting were presented.  Rick Gladman moved that minutes be approved as written.  Richard Moore seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Brandon Kreps – Yes; No Votes – 0.

The expenses were presented.   Brandon Kreps made a motion that the expenses be approved as presented.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Brandon Kreps– Yes; No Votes – 0.  
Update on delinquent accounts was given.  No discussion was held.
Discussion was held in connection with the pump house and water plant painting.  Brandon Kreps did not have a report.  Discussion was held as to the paint companies to use.  It will take a high pressure washer to clean and rinse before painting is to begin.  The painter should be insured and bonded.  Trim work, doors and some wood at top would be included in the painting along with the building.  Currently paint is peeling above the ceiling level at the water plant.  Klam Painting showed interest and Jack Baldwin is to talk with them regarding the project.  Next meeting he will report back and City will discuss project parameters and discuss the bid process.
Jack Baldwin reported on the Street Project.  The street crew that has contracted the project will be here the first part of June or mid-July.  The Aldermen decided to evaluate the streets and see if any needed to be added since last evaluated and report back at next meeting.

City Clerk announced that the City has been requested to send a representative to the Nodaway County Consultation Coordination Officer meeting to be held March 6, 2018 at 2:00 p.m.  Kelly Morrison, Mayor indicated that he would try to make the meeting.

City Clerk announced that the City has received preliminary copies of the Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) and Flood Insurance Study (FIS) report for the Nodaway County, Missouri and Incorporated Areas for the City’s review and comment.  They included only the FIRM panels that cover our community.  FEMA has requested that the City review and identify changes or corrections to non-technical information, such as corporate limits, road names, and stream named on the FIRM or in the FIS report.  City is to send comments within 30 days from March 2, 2018.  Brandon Kreps and Kelly Morrison both indicated they would be interested in reviewing the information.

Mayor received an oral complaint and indicated that he told the resident that a written complaint was necessary before action could be taken.  Complaint forms are located at City hall and may be found on the City’s website at hopkinsmo.com.  

Jack Baldwin announced that he had ordered road stone and it will be more expensive so the City will need to look into adjusting the pricing accordingly to compensate.
Mayor asked if there were any further business, concerns or complaints.
