Kelly Morrison presented the election results to the Board.  They are as follows:  Rick Gladman elected Northward Alderman with 13 votes to Lynette Berg’s 11; Allan Thompson was elected South Ward Alderman with 17 votes to Jennifer Torres’ 7.

Kelly congratulated the new Board Members.

Kelly continued with the organization of the Board.  Brandon Kreps made a motion that Board Organization remains the same as it was with Brandon Kreps serving as the President of the Board while Richard Moore and Rick Gladman serve on the Cemetery Board; Allan Thompson and Brandon Kreps serve on the Finance Board and Allan Thompson and Richard Moore serve on the Street Board.  Motion was seconded by Richard Moore.  Votes:  Allan Thompson – Yes; Brandon Kreps – Yes; Richard Moore – Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; No Votes – 0.
The minutes of the Regular April 2018 Aldermen Meeting were presented.  Richard Moore moved that minutes be approved as written.  Allan Thompson seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allen Thompson – Yes; Brandon Kreps – Yes; No Votes – 0.

The expenses were presented.   City Clerk explained that the Norris Quarries Bill was already paid and should not have been on the expense report.  Brandon Kreps made a motion that the expenses be approved as presented with the Norris Quarries Bill removed.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson– Yes; Brandon Kreps – Yes; No Votes – 0.  
Update on delinquent accounts was given.  City Clerk indicated that no new accounts were added this month.  No discussion followed.

Painting of the water plant was discussed at this time.  Jack indicated he spoke with Klamm and he will talk more once Klamm finishes job at Houstons.

No additional streets have been added to Street Project at this time.  Expecting work to begin in next couple of weeks and take about a week to complete weather permitting.
Inquiries were made regarding Spring Clean Up.  Board discussed the issue and it was decided that the same items picked up during the Spring Clean Up could be set out on Thursday trash days and be picked up.  The need for the Spring Clean Up was discussed and determined that it was not necessary.  The household hazardous waste items could be taken by residents to Maryville on their designated drop off days and tires could be taken down to Maryville also to be disposed of.  No further discussion was made.

Mayor asked Board if any new business .  Rick Gladman said he received complaint regarding 4 wheelers and golf carts on the city roads being driven at excessive speeds.  Board discussed nothing decided at this time.

Brandon Kreps had a resident inquire regarding “water rights”.  Their wells have dried up.  After discussion it was decided that it was not in the City’s jurisdiction to get involved in.  
Jack Baldwin announced that the Hopkins Cemetery would have a port a potty during Memorial Day weekend for visitors of the Hopkins Cemetery to use.  Also, he stated that all flowers and paraphernalia left after Memorial Day weekend would be picked up by the mowers and removed from the cemetery.  Items need to be retrieved from the Cemetery by the first week of June.  Also, Jack will have rock spread at Cemetery before Memorial Day weekend as usual.

Mayor asked if there were any further business, concerns or complaints.  

Brandon Kreps made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson – Yes; Brandon Kreps – Yes; No Votes – 0.
