The minutes of the Regular October 2018 Aldermen Meeting were presented.  Brandon Kreps moved that minutes be approved as written.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Brandon Kreps – Yes; No Votes – 0.

The expenses were presented.   Discussion held and City Clerk corrected the year on the first column of expenses should read 2018 not 2016.  Brandon Kreps made a motion that the expenses be approved with correction as presented. Richard Moore seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Brandon Kreps– Yes; No Votes – 0.  
Discussion was held in connection with water rates. 

Bill No. 258 was presented to the Board entitled:

AN ORDINANCE TO REPEAL SUBSECTIONS A, B,C, D, F AND H OF ORDINANCE NUMBER 360, CONCERNING RATES RECONNECTION CHARGES AND DEPOSITS FOR WATER AND SEWAGE SERVICES AND TRASH PICK UP SERVICES OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF HOPKINS, MISSOURI, AND TO ADOPT NEW SUBSECTIONS A, B, C, D, F AND H PERTAINING TO THE SAME SUBJECTS AND ALSO REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH (Namely Ordinance No 370 dated May 4th, 2004; Ordinance No 380 dated October 8th, 2007; Ordinance No 386 dated January 4, 2010; Ordinance No 390 dated October 4, 2010; Ordinance No 420 dated March 5, 2012; and, Ordinance No 455 dated January 4, 2016.

On motion duly made and seconded, the Bill was placed on its first reading and was read in its entirety as follows:

ORDINANCE NO. ____

AN ORDINANCE TO REPEAL SUBSECTIONS A, B,C, D, F AND H OF ORDINANCE NUMBER 360, CONCERNING RATES RECONNECTION CHARGES AND DEPOSITS FOR WATER AND SEWAGE SERVICES AND TRASH PICK UP SERVICES OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF HOPKINS, MISSOURI, AND TO ADOPT NEW SUBSECTIONS A, B, C, D, F AND H PERTAINING TO THE SAME SUBJECTS AND ALSO REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH (Namely Ordinance No 370 dated May 4th, 2004; Ordinance No 380 dated October 8th, 2007; Ordinance No 386 dated January 4, 2010; Ordinance No 390 dated October 4, 2010; Ordinance No 420 dated March 5, 2012; and, Ordinance No. 455 dated January 4, 2016.)


SECTION 1:  Subsections A, B, C, D, F and H of Ordinances Numbered 360; 370; 380; 386, 390; 420, and 455 of the Municipal Code of the City of Hopkins, Missouri, are hereby repealed.


SECTION 2:  New Subsections A, B, C, D, F and H to Ordinance Number 360 of the Municipal Code of the City of Hopkins, Missouri, are hereby enacted and adopted, which Subsections shall read as follows:

A.
For RESIDENTIAL users within the City limits the following charges shall be made:

1.
 for the first 1,000 gallons of water there shall be a minimum charge of $33.00 per month;

2.
for all over 1,000 gallons a charge of $9.30 per 1,000 gallons or fraction thereof, per month;

3.
a sewer charge of a minimum of $19.000 per month for the first 1,000 gallons or less of water used and 70% of the amount of water used over 1,000 gallons for all customers with sewer hookups.

B.
For COMMERCIAL users within the City limits the following charges shall be made:

1.
for the first 1,000 gallons of water there shall be a minimum charge of $23.30 per month;

2.
for all over 1,000 gallons a charge of $7.80 per 1,000 gallons or fraction thereof, per month;

3.
a sewer charge of a minimum of $11.65 per month for the first 1,000 gallons or less of water used and 70% of the amount of water used over 1,000 gallons for all customers with sewer hookups.

C.
For users OUTSIDE THE CITY LIMITS the following charges shall be made:

1.
for the first 1,000 gallons of water, there shall be a minimum charge of $33.00 per month;

2.
For all over 1,000 gallons, a charge of $9.30 per 1,000 gallons or fraction thereof, per month.

D.
The above rates shall be effective beginning January 2019 billing Cycle.  

F.
 If any bill for water and wastewater and trash pickup services shall be and remain past due and unpaid for as long as thirty (30) days, service to such customer shall be discontinued and shall not be reconnected until all past due bills are paid in full, together with a reconnection charge of $30.00.  It shall be the duty of the City Clerk to follow the “Shut Off/On Policy “, attached hereto and made part of this Ordinance by reference, and shall proceed immediately to cause water service to such customer to be disconnected.

H.  All applications by new customers for water and sewer services and trash pickup services shall be accompanied by a $200.00 deposit, which deposit will be refunded when the final bill is settled.  A new customer shall be defined as any customer who seeks services at a residence or location for whom the City of Hopkins does not hold a deposit in the name of that customer at the time of the transfer to the new location or application for services.  In the event a water customer moves from one residence to another within the City of Hopkins, the existing deposit will be transferred to the new residence and any additional amount will be collected so there is a total of $200.00 deposit, so long as the bill at the previous residence is paid in full at the time of the transfer, and the individual will not be considered to be a new customer.


SECTION 3:  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.

SHUT OFF/ON POLICY OF THE CITY OF HOPKINS, MISSOURI

1.
Notice is to be sent at least 10 days prior to shut off by mail indicating total amount due on accounts that are overdue by 30 days or more.

2.
Water Service will be shut off as close to 9:00 a.m. as possible on the day of the shut off.

3.
Once water service is shut off then full amount due must be paid before water service can be turned back on.

4.
Water service will be turned back on only during business hours of 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. by a City employee as long as someone is at the residence when the water is being turned on.

5.
A $30.00 reconnect fee will be charged and collected at the time the water service is turned back on with no exceptions.

The bill was considered and discussed, and was duly passed by unanimous vote.  On motion duly made and seconded, the Bill was placed upon its second reading and was read by title, considered and discussed.  Thereupon, the question was put to a roll call vote, and the vote thereon was as follows:  Brandon Kreps – Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Richard Moore – Yes.  The Mayor then told City Clerk to place final reading on Agenda for December 3rd meeting.
Delinquent water accounts were discussed.  City Clerk reported two additional accounts were added to the list it was decided to watch accounts and consider placing tax liens if not paid in the near future.
Discussion followed regarding proposed Budget.  City Clerk explained the numbers reflect the possible rate increase and the Board decided to review and readdress at the December 3rd meeting.

City Clerk brought to the Board’s attention that a request for sewer fees to be waived on a water leak at 300 N 1st Street was made.  The water leak was due to a broken line under the house and it was determined that the water did not go down the sewer.  Discussion was held and it was decided that the City would follow its previous standard on the matter of water leaks and since the water did not go down the sewer the sewer fee would be waived.  Rick Gladman made a motion that the sewer fee of $150.00 be waived for the water leak at 300 N 1st Street.  Brandon Kreps seconded the motion.  Votes:  Brandon Kreps – Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Richard Moore – Yes; No Votes – 0.
Jack informed the Board that he had Gary Harris help cover a ventilation hole at the water treatment building with concrete blocks.  Gary refused payment and feels the city should reimburse him something.  Discussion was held.  Brandon Kreps made a motion that the City Clerk send gift certificates to Gary Harris totaling $100.00 for his help.  Motion seconded by Richard Moore; Votes:  Brandon Kreps – Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Richard Moore – Yes; No Votes – 0.
Jack Baldwin addressed the Board and indicated that the fiber optic line boring was completed last Thursday and the line is now being laid throughout town and will be completed soon.  He also indicated that there might be a small leak at the Hopkins Housing since they are seeing water come out of the boring hole and will keep an eye on it.  The Hopkins Housing Manager is aware of the situation and will keep an eye on it also.
Water Treatment Plant Painting Project update given by Jack Baldwin.  He indicated that painters are done and have moved out.  All agree the project was a success.
Brandon Kreps made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Brandon Kreps – Yes; No Votes – 0.
