Mayor opened the floor to Jenni and Jeramiah Snyder. They were responding to a nuisance letter. They indicated they will clean up areas in question. They then excused themselves from the meeting. 
Bill number 259 in connection with the floodplain ordinance was read in its entirety by the City Clerk. Rick Gladman made a motion to accept the bill as stated, Richard Moore – seconded. Votes:  Jess Everhart- Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Richard Moore – Yes; Allan Thompson, No Votes – 0.

City Clerk declared bill 259 passed and will become ordinance number 459. Mayor Kelly Morrison signs ordinance number 459 at this time

Mayor announced a sunshine law meeting will be held at the Maryville administration building if any alderman is interested.

City Clerk announced there will be an election on April 7th, 2020. Board of Alderman up for re-election are Allan Thompson –South Ward Alderman, and Rick Gladman – North Ward Alderman. Filing dates are December 17, 2019 to January 21, 2020. 
Discussion was held in regards to updating the backhoe. Jack and Chris are charged with reporting at the next meeting, numbers in connection with repairing the current backhoe and also numbers for replacement.
Discussion was held in reference with funding for a new backhoe. Nothing was decided at this time 

Discussion was held in connection with current water distribution piping being over 100 years old. It was decided to have Jack and Chris look into options of replacing water distribution pipes. 

Discussion was held in connection with the need for a second pickup and also issues with the snow plow. 

Jack announced that the lagoon permit is out on public notice and will become effective December/January. City is currently running on a temporary permit. DNR is currently trying to align several towns to renew permits at the same time.

At this time the livestock ordinance was tabled.
