The minutes of the Regular April 2020 Aldermen Meeting were presented. Richard Moore moved that minutes be approved as written.  Allan Thompson seconded the motion.  Votes: Richard Moore – Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson –Yes, Jess Everhart – Yes; No Votes – 0.

The expenses were presented.  Jess Everhart made a motion that the expenses be approved as presented. Rick Gladman seconded the motion.  Votes:  Rick Gladman – Yes; Richard Moore – Yes; Allan Thompson; Jess Everhart – Yes; No Votes – 0.  
Update on pickup search given by Jack Baldwin.  Jack had made another attempt to sign up with Missouri Buys in search of pickup and is still awaiting a response.  Possibly due to COVID-19 the State is not processing applications at this time.  Jack will continue his efforts.

2020 Street Project was discussed.  The following streets were discussed:


Caroline Street between 1st Street and Caroline Street – needs sealed


Thompson Street between 3rd Street and 6th Street – needs rebuilt and sealed


Roseberry Street between 6th Street and 10th Street – rebuild between 9th and 10th put crown back in and from 4th to 9th just needs sealed


Warren Street between 6th Street and School property – Rock and seal


Phelps Street between 5th Street and 7th Street – needs rebuilt; rocked and sealed


9th Street between Roseberry and Warren – chip and seal


6th Street from Barnard to Phelps – Barnard to Warren needs torn up; crowned; base material put down and sealed rest just sealed


3rd Street from 246 Hwy to Caroline – sealed


5th Street between Barnard and Roseberry – sealed


5th Street between Thompson and Morehouse – sealed


7th Street between Barnard and Roseberry – needs shoulders pulled and sealed


E Morehouse between 6th Street and 3rd Street needs attention


E Ada Street from 1st Street to 4th Street – 1st block between 1st and 2nd needs work and 2nd to 3rd seal

Jack will reach out to Mid America Road Builders and get a quote.  
Water Hydrant Project updated by Chris Bird.  Hydrant at 4th Street and Roseberry has been replaced at a cost of around $2,000.00.  

Shut off/Late fee policy revisited.  It was decided not to change the policy.

Resident at 107 S 6th Street requested waiver of sewer fee on a water leak that did not go down the sewer.  Discussion held. 

Resident at 507 N 9th Street requested waiver of sewer fee on a water leak that did not go down the sewer.  Discussion was held.

Jess Everhart made a motion that the sewer fee waiver request for 107 S 6th Street and 507 N 9th Street be granted and the City Clerk is to calculate amount to be waived based on prior 3 month average before the leaks occurred.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore – Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson –Yes, Jess Everhart – Yes; No Votes – 0.
Chris Bird presented that the water tower is due for a maintenance inspection.  Cunningham out of Joplin, Missouri put in a new liner in 2003 and the interior and exterior were painted at that time.  Inspections were done in 2005 and 2007 but City terminated maintenance contract in 2009 per agreement.  City had paint sampling done by Ozark Applications and it was determined there was no lead in paint so sandblasting was done by McGuire Iron and new coating on outside was completed.  Nothing had been done since.  Discussion was held and it was decided that Chris will follow up and report at next meeting his findings.

Chris Bird addressed the Board in connection with the City lagoon and the need for work to be done in order to continue to meet DNR testing limits.  Chris reported that he talked with a representative from Advanced Microbial Solutions, LLC. who claims to have a solution to the sludge problem in the lagoon.  They would produce and introduce microbials into the lagoon reducing the sludge in the lagoon.  They are offering a pay on performance agreement with a onetime setup fee of $5,000.00 due at setup finish.  The depth of sludge and the continuous monitoring of the sludge shall be determined by AMS in conjunction with a City appointed representative or a third-part entity approved by both parties.  The method to determine sludge depths will utilize a sludge judge tool.  The cost to remove the sludge from the 4.5 acre lagoon would be 12” or 325,000 gallons x .06 x 4.5 acres = $87,750.00.  $43,875.00 is due 15 days from invoice date after the first 6” of sludge is removed.  The remaining $43,875.00 is due 15 days from invoice date after the final 6” of sludge is removed.
Discussion was held and it was decided to request representative to come and visit with the Board to learn more about the procedure and results that might be had before a decision is to be made.

Jack Baldwin presented roof bid for pump house.  The Good Year Rubber roof was put on in 1991 and is coming off the roof due to wind storm on April 29, 2020.  Estimate was turned into insurance and have not heard back if the roof will be covered or not.  Discussion was held regarding the bid.  Jess Everhart made a motion that the bid from Cornerstone Roofing in the amount of $7,890.00 be accepted and the roof should be replaced.  Rick Gladman seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore – Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson –Yes, Jess Everhart – Yes; No Votes – 0.
Chris Bird addressed the Board in connection with the need for street patching material, rock asphalt.  He would like to try the rock asphalt in place of the cold patch material normally used to patch potholes.  Discussion was held.  Allan Thompson made a motion that the City purchase and try the rock asphalt to patch streets.  Jess Everhart seconded the motion.  Votes:  Richard Moore – Yes; Rick Gladman – Yes; Allan Thompson –Yes, Jess Everhart – Yes; No Votes – 0.
Jess Everhart made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Rick Gladman seconded the motion. Votes:  Rick Gladman – Yes; Richard Moore – Yes; Allan Thompson, Jess Everhart – Yes; No Votes – 0.
